£1 million community centre one-step closer 
Plans to build a £1million state-of-the-art community centre in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall moved closer this week. 

The £1million community centre to be built in Long Lane, Newtown, Essington will move closer this week.  
A meeting this week between Great Wyrley Junior Football Club and the Football Foundation will take place. 

Great Wyrley Football Club, have submitted a bid to the football foundation for £400,000 towards the cost of the new community centre. 

The bid is being backed by Essington Parish Council, who own the land at the Long Lane site. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "The state-of-the-art community centre, along with football pitches has already been given planning permission both by Essington Parish Council and South Staffordshire District Council.  We have missed a number of dates for its completion but both the football club and the parish council, are hopeful that this bid of £400,00, along with other applications for funding would be successful and that we can make announcement in the next few weeks regarding a start date for the project." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The new facilities are very much needed, the current centre has been taken out of use by the parish council because of the high costs needed to carry out repairs.  Residents living in the Newtown area, desperately need a new community centre which will give a new focus for the village."
