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Community Centre gets £28,000 make-over in phase-two refurbishment works  

Essington Community Centre in Hobnock Road, is to get a £28,000 make-over after Councillors agreed the spending earlier the month. 

Councillors agreed a £500,000 refurbishment package over the next five-years.  Phase-one started in 2006 and was completed on time and in budget Phase one included; 

· The installation of a new fire alarm and emergency lighting system 

· The installation of a complete new heating system 

· Refurbishment of two toilet blocks 

· The installation of a disabled toilet 

· The installation of a disabled ramp and hand rail 

· The installation of gates to protect the community centre from vandalism 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "Phase two is well underway to completely refurbish the main hall in the building at a cost of £28,000, which was approved by council a few days ago.  The main hall will receive a complete make-over and will be delivered on time and within budget."  

 

The work includes; 

· New dance floor 

· New ceiling 

· re-plastered 

· rewired 

· re-decorated 

· New doors 

· New windows 

· New floor covering 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The Council consulted with residents in 2005, asking them what they would like to see happen to the community centre.  One consideration was to sell the centre, which was valued at £1.4million for development and move the community centre to a new location within the village.  But residents supported the option to refurbish the community at a cost £500,000 over five-years." 

 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The Community Centre is well used by community groups and residents alike, It is a vital part of the fabric of the village.  The investment the council is making now in the Centre on behalf of residents will ensue that the facility will be available for future generations." 
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
