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Controversial plans withdrawn 

A controversial proposal for a housing development in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall has been withdrawn by the developers. 

The proposed development; to demolish four houses and replace them with 15-homes, outraged residents living in Essington. 

Residents living close to a controversial planning application, packed out their local Council Chamber to lobby local councillors last month.  They were  also given the opportunity to view the controversial planning application at the meeting. 

The planning application is for demolition of four-dwellings and the erection of 15 dwellings on a plot of land at Stonecroft / The Croft, near to St. John's Road. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "The application has caused huge concerns for residents living in St. Johns Road and the surrounding area.  Four residential properties are proposed for demolition, two of which are in St. Johns Road to enable a road way in to the site.  A number of trees will also be felled to make way for the development.  The proposed development will take the form of a cul-de-sac, with 30 car parking spaces and access leading from St. Johns Road." 

Councillor Clifft, went on to say:  "A large number of residents in the area had contacted me regarding the application.  Residents are rightly concerned about the impact that the development if granted, would have on Essington.  There is also huge concerns about the demolition of two properties in St. John's Road to make way for a road on to the proposed site." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The developer contacted me on Friday (4th May) to inform me that the OUTLINE  planning application is to be withdrawn because of the campaign mounted by the residents, and supported by Councillors.  This news has come has a great relief to the residents living in and around the St. Johns Road / Wolverhampton Road area of Essington.  However, I was also informed by the developer that this does not mean there may not be other applications for this site at a later date."    

Essington Parish Council and local residents had been working hard to flight the application. 
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
