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Council and developer support liaison committee 

Essington Parish Council voted this week to put in place a liaison committee to over-see a £2m golf course to be built in the village. 
The liaison committee is also backed by the developers of the golf course who will also sit on the committee. 
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "The committee would be made-up of Councillors; residents living near to the development;  Staffordshire Police; and officers from both Staffordshire County Council and South Staffordshire District Council." 
Councillor Clifft, added:  "The committee will work closely with the developers over the course of the development which will take two-years.  The main role of the committee will be to address any problems or concerns residents may have who live close to the site and in the wider community."     
The committee will meet for the first time on Monday (21st July) to elect a Chairman and to discuss the committees terms of reference. 
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
