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Councillors and residents despair at yet another controversial planning application 

Councillors and residents living in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall are despairing today after yet another controversial planning application is submitted. 

Councillors and residents living Essington said today, they are completed fed-up with developers who want to destroy the character of their village. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "In the last twelve-months developers had targeted Essington with unwanted planning applications ranging from mobile phone masts; a wind turbine taller than Blackpool Tower; the closure of a truck stop to make way for a warehouse site; and a waste transfer station.  Now South Staffordshire Housing Association and Lockett Property Holdings, have submitted a planning application to build a complex of 70, one and two bedroom flats along with 43 houses." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "Both Councillors and residents are totally fed-up with the amount of unwanted planning applications being submitted for Essington.  Every week there seems to be a public meeting to discuss a controversial application." 

The 70 one and two-bedroom flats for the elderly are to be built by South Staffordshire Housing Association at a cost of £7m.  But Councillor Clifft argued the money would be better spent improving the current housing stock owned by the Housing Association in South Staffordshire; giving tenants a much better quality of life! 
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
