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Councillors hold urgent talks with police

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The police assured Councillors at the meeting last night that the softly, softly approach would no longer be used in Essington.  We were told that the line had now been crossed and a different method of policing would be adopted to deal any anti-social behaviour in Essington."
