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Councillors to meet police  
A Council near Wolverhampton / Walsall is to meet with police to discuss issues in the community. 

Essington Parish Councillors are to meet with Staffordshire Police early in August to discuss problems highlighted to them by residents living in the village. 

Items to be discussed will include anti-social behaviour, new by-laws to stop drinking on the streets, dispersal orders and speeding traffic. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "Members of the public were given the opportunity to raise matters with the police at a meeting in June.  It was always planned for Councillors to raise their concerns at a separate private meeting with Staffordshire Police." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "Not all information can be disclosed when the Council meets in public session, particulaly information that at this moment of time is not in the public arena.  Therefore the meeting will be in private with members of the Council. This will give all parties the opportunity to have a full and meaningful debate about the problems raised by residents." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "Council will asking the Police for their support in the issuing of fixed penalty notices and speeding traffic issues throughout the village; and also a By-Law regarding an alcohol ban on some of our streets in Essington and dispersals orders.  Anti-social behaviour (Staffordshire Police Statistics show that in the month of June, there were 24 reports of anti social behaviour, 12 of them were youth related)  A public meeting, planned in the autumn with Staffordshire Police, which will held a Essington Community Centre, Hobnock Road. 
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
