Council thrash-out new housing deal
Essington Parish Council met with South Staffordshire Housing Association to thrash-out a deal which will see 35 new homes being built in Essington.
The new development, which is subject to planning permission and will be part of the £7m Park House, sheltered accommodation was thrash out earlier this week by Essington Parish Council.
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said after the meeting:  "35 new homes could be built has part of the £7m Park House development subject to planning permission.  If planning is granted the 35 new homes will be made available only to residents living in or having an connection to Essington for rent or shared ownership, throughout the life of property."
Councillor Clifft, added:  "The development would give younger members of our community the opportunity to stay in village where they have grown-up and offer an affordable step on the property ladder."
Councillor Clifft, added:  "A 'public exhibition' will be held on Thursday 5th November, at Essington Community Centre, between 4.00pm - 8.00pm.  Residents will have the chance to view the propose plans and raise any questions or concerns they may have.  I will also be attendance to listen to residents views and address any questions or concerns they raise."
Councillor Clifft, added:  "The Housing Association will be submitting a planning application to both Essington Parish Council and South Staffordshire District Council in the next few weeks."
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
