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End of the road for truck-stop 

New planning application to be submitted 

Kilmartin to meet on site with local Councillors 
Leading Councillors and Police in a community near Wolverhampton / Walsall were told last night (Tuesday 22nd January) that it is the end of the road for a local truck-stop. 
At a crisis meeting with owners of Nightowl truck-stop Kilmartin Ltd, Councillors were told that the truck-stop would not be re-opened. 
Owners of a truck-stop near Wolverhampton / Walsall have requested a meeting with community leaders to discuss the future of the site. 
Kilmartin, owners of the Nightowl truck-stop on the A460, Junction one of M54 near Essington, requested an urgent meeting with leading Councillors in the area. 
The Night Owl truck-stop on the Cannock Road, near to junction-one of the M54 was closed down at the beginning of December (2007) by owners Kilmartin Roadside Ltd.  The closure came after a planning application to redevelop the site was refused by South Staffordshire Council.   The owners of the site Kilmartin, sought planning permission to turn the site into a business park.  Now they are set to appeal against the ruling made by South Staffordshire Council.  
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "Kilmartin informed us last night that the truck-stop would not re-open." 
Councillor Clifft, added:  "Kilmartin Property Group informed us last night that they are to push-on with plans to build a new four industrial/warehouse development (30,000 sq ft - 245,000 sq ft) which will be for Sale or Let.  The warehouses will be of steel portal frame construction and will be between 8-12 metres high,  Each unit will have a large dedicated service yard area with car parking." 
Councillor Clifft, added:  "Kilmartin are to submit a new planning application to South Staffordshire Council.  They have reduced the height of the warehouses by one-metre after being refused permission by the Council on grounds that the development would have an adverse visual impact upon the open character on the adjoining Green Belt and surrounding area."     
Councillor Clifft, added:  "We are to meet on site Friday afternoon with Kilmartin to discuss the application in more detail." 

The site is estimated to be worth around seven million pounds. 
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
