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Fate of Post Office may not be known until 2008 
A Post Office in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall has leant it will not know if it's earmarked for closure until February 2008. 

Essington Post Office, which has faced closure since late 2004 will have to wait until next year before any announcement is made by the Royal Mail. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "This is grossly unfair to communities, particularly Essington, which has had the threat of closure to its Post Office since 2004.  We have been informed that announcements by Royal Mail about the future of local Post Office's will be made on a regional basis, starting in July 2007.  It will not be until February 2008 that Post Office's in the Midlands area (which include Essington) know their futures."
Councillor Cllfft, added:  "Many communities have faced this uncertainty for the past three years.  This has left residents, particularly the elderly members of our communities very worried and up-set by the uncertainty.  It is always the vulnerable members of our communities who suffer the most when vital public services like our Post Offices are taken away." 
Essington Post Office was saved from closure in 2004 after the Parish Council, residents and Sir Patrick Cormack M.P., launched a campaign to save it.
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
