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Golf course put on hold 

A £2m golf course planned for a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall as been put on hold for another month. 

The £2m golf course planned for Essington was deferred at last months South Staffordshire Council planning meeting, over concerns of flooding on the site. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "The Environment Agency had raised concerns about local flooding on the site.  But now the Agency, after reviewing the Flood Risk Assessment (FRA) have confirmed it is now in a position to withdraw it's objection." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "Though the application had been deferred for this weeks planning meeting the finding of the Environment Agency had arrived to late.  The application will now come before the committee next month." 

Essington Parish Councillors approved the application back in March.  The Parish Council, the applicant and their agent have met with the residents of Bursnips Road and Broad Lane to discuss their plans in great detail.  Two meetings with residents have been held, together with an exhibition where the plans were unveiled and a public meeting which gave residents the opportunity to raise questions and concerns with the applicant.  At the pubic meeting in February residents voiced their support for the golf course.
