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MoD delay 40 metres meteorological mast 

A planning application for a temporary meteorological measurement mast in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall as been delayed while planners await a report from the Ministry of Defence (MoD). 

The planning application was due to come before South Staffordshire District Council Regulatory Committee, next Tuesday (25th) but has now been put back in order for the MoD to comment. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "Because of the height of the meteorological mast (40 metres) we have contacted the MoD to see if they have any concerns about air traffic movement over the site.  They have 21 days to respond with any objections to the application." 

Councillor Clifft, added: "I am also discussing this matter with our M.P., Sir Patrick Cormack, who has asked me to keep him fully appraised with the progress of the application.  He has assured me that the Parish Council and the residents of Essington have his utmost support in this matter." 
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
