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Parish refuse £7m development 
Essington Parish Council met last night to discuss a £7m development, which would include a 70 bedroom sheltered accommodation and 33 new homes being built in Essington. 
At last nights Full Council meeting Councillors voted to refuse the development. 
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council said:  "The Parish Council had consulted widely with the residents of Essington on the planning application.  The Council had also met with the applicant South Staffordshire Housing Association and Lockett Property Holdings, to discuss the application in detail on several occasions.  But members felt that this application was a step too far and the development would negatively impact on the character of the village and the way it functions.
