Planning inquiry to be held this week
A local planning inquiry will be held in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall regarding a controversial waste transfer station.
The inquiry will be held at Essington Community Centre, Hobnock Road, commencing at 10.00am on the 16th and 17th December.
The Secretary of State of Communities and Local Government is yet to determine who the inspector will be.
The inquiry will hear representations on the appeal made by C & S Skip Hire, against the decision made by Essington Parish Council and Staffordshire County Council, who both refused planning permission earlier this year for the operation of a skip hire and waste transfer station comprising the sorting of general and non-hazardous waste, which will be transferred off site for recycling and disposal to landfill.
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said: "Despite being refused planning permission C & S Skip Hire have continued to operate on Yew Tree Coal Co. Ltd, located in Broad Lane.  The site falls within a residential area of the village and many of the residents have complained about the noise; dust; and smells caused by the operations of C & S Skip Hire."
Councillor Clifft, added: "Essington Parish Council, have held two public meetings to discuss the controversial waste transfer station with residents who are totally opposed to the application."
