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Residents face yet another cut in their bus service 

Residents living in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall are again facing another loss to their bus service time table. 
Residents living in Essington who's bus service was saved earlier this year by Essington Parish Council, now face further cuts to their time table. 
In November (2007) the Green Bus Company informed residents that they were going to withdraw its Saturday service to Wolverhampton and its weekday 5:35pm from Wolverhampton, which would have cut-off the village, particularly on Saturdays. 
These services were saved by the Parish council when other operators took them over in February. 
Now the Green Bus Company has  again given notice that it intends to withdraw the 4:40pm weekday service from Wolverhampton. 
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, who lead the campaign to save the services, said:  "The Green bus Company could not continue to operate in this way!  The company is cherry picking services which are profitable from the time table.  Their actions are affecting residents day-to-day lives.  The company should now come clean about its long term plans once and for all."
