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Residents say NO to £7m development

Plans that were unveiled to councillors and residents for a £7m development by South Staffordshire Housing Association and Lockett Property Holdings received a huge thumbs down from the community. 

Residents who a attended a 4.5hrs exhibition on Tuesday (18th) afternoon sent out a clear message to both the Housing Association and Lockett Property Holding, this type of development is not wanted in Essington! 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council , who also sits on the planning committee on South Staffordshire Council, said:  "I was completely over whelmed by the number of residents who attended the exhibition and the clear message expressed to me and other councillors who attended the exhibition, that it was 100% NO to this kind of development.  Residents are now planning to mount a campaign to fight the development should a formal planning application be submitted to both Essington Parish Council and South Staffordshire Council." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The Parish Council will be holding a public meeting in the next few weeks to give residents another opportunity to raise concerns and ask questions.  The Parish Council will also be meeting with both South Staffordshire Housing Association and Lockett Property Holdings to discuss the development in greater detail. 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The Parish Council would not ignore the clear message sent out from residents at the exhibition." 
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
