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Steering group to discuss doctor's surgery 

Leading Councillors', Officers from South Staffordshire Council, South Staffordshire Housing Association and South Staffordshire Primary Care Trust, will meet later this week to discuss the possible reinstatement of the village doctor's surgery in Essington. 

South Staffordshire PCT gave Councillors' the green light to submit a bid for funding for the reinstatement of the village doctor's surgery, which closed four-years ago when Doctor Ganguly retired and was not replaced.

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "The Parish Council have now set-up a steering committee comprising of Officers from South Staffordshire District Council and South Staffordshire Housing Association, to put a business plan together for funding to reinstate the surgery."

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The steering group will meet later this week with South Staffordshire PCT to discus the business plan.  

Councillor Clifft, added, "The Parish Council is determined the bid will be successful and the surgery will be reinstated.  As part of the bid we are asking residents who have not signed-up to the new patient list, (which 1200 residents have already signed) to consider joining if they so wish."
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
