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Village to receive survey about affordable rented housing 

Essington Parish Council and South Staffordshire Housing Association, will be carrying out a survey within the next month. 

Each household in Essington, (approx 2,500) will receive a questionnaire asking residents about their views and concerns regarding affordable housing in the village. 

The survey will give us an overall view of the needs regarding affordable rented housing in Essington.  If the survey gives a strong mandate for affordable accommodation to be built in the village by the South Staffordshire Housing Association, it would only be available for the residents of Essington and not for people living outside of the village. 

Depending on the outcome of the survey, all the homes would be built and owned by South Staffordshire Housing Association, no homes would be sold privately. Houses will be either rented or part-sold (shared-ownership), there will be no right-to-buy so they will always remain affordable for the people living in Essington. 

Two separate sheltered housing developments in Essington have been given approval.  The developments, which will be built by South Staffordshire Housing Association, will be a development of five bungalows in Hill Street and one bungalow in Moseley Court. Both developments have been given planning permission by Essington Parish Council and South Staffordshire District Council. 

This sheltered housing development will be very welcome in Essington.  Residents living in Essington will be first to be offered the new bungalows when they have been completed later this year and will be offered to residents living in Essington first. 

This is one way Essington Parish Council and South Staffordshire Housing Association are working together to provide much needed affordable rented accommodation in the village. 

Essington Parish Council met with South Staffordshire Housing Association met in March (2007) to discuss the shortage of affordable rented accommodation in Essington, particularly for families already living in the village, who are being forced out by rising house prices.
