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Village waste transfer station planning application withdrawn 

Councillors and residents living in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall were celebrating today, after being informed a controversial planning application to build a waste transfer station in their village is to withdrawn. 

Residents living in Essington were informed by their local councillors that the planning application has been withdrawn. 

But... District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "The applicant has requested that the application be withdrawn prior to its determination by the planning committee, with a view to resubmitting an application taking on board the issues we raised." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "We will fight any future application for a waste transfer station, which would fall within the green belt and a residential area." 

Residents packed into a public meeting last month chaired by Councillor Clifft, to air their concerns regarding the waste transfer station near to their homes.  Many residents were angry and outraged by the planning application, which is in a residential area. 
A vote was called for by Councillor Clifft, to indicate the strength of feeling against the application and was carried unanimously.
