Waste transfer station lose appeal
A controversial waste transfer station in village near Wolverhampton / Walsall has been refused on appeal.
C & S Skip Hire Ltd appealed against Essington Parish Council and Staffordshire County Council decision of refusal back in May 2008.
District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, and who had lead the campaign to close the waste transfer station down, said: "The parish council had argued that the waste transfer station, which continued to operate despite being refused planning permission, was inappropriate development within the green belt and that no material consideration clearly outweighed the harm upon the openness of the green belt."
Councillor Clifft, added: "I am over the moon for the local residents who's lives have been blighted for over the last twelve months by the actives of the waste transfer station operated by C & S Skip Hire Ltd."
