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Waste transfer station planned for village Public meeting Wednesday 6th February 

A planning application for a waste transfer site in village near Wolverhampton / Walsall is being made to Staffordshire County Council, but residents in near-by homes are outraged by the proposal says leading Councillor David Clifft. 

C and S Skip Hire, have made a planning application to Staffordshire County Council for a waste transfer site situated near to residential homes in Broad Lane, Essington. 

The company would operate the waste transfer station for disposal and sorting of waste.  The type of waste would be inert and general, and up to 5,000 tonnes per year would be sorted on the site if approval is given.  Once the waste had been sorted  it would go on to a landfill site. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council said:  "This kind of activity is totally out of order in a residential area.  The proposed operation hours for the site are between 8.00am - 6.00pm Monday - Friday and Saturdays 8.00pm - 1.00pm.  We have many concerns around access onto the site; the number of lorry journeys on public roads in the village; litter spillage; dust and air pollution (smells); noise from the site and vermin." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "I am planning to hold a meeting with residents next week to address their concerns."
