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Waste transfer still operating despite planning refusal
Residents living in a village near Wolverhampton / Walsall have be left bewildered by the continuing operation of a waste transfer station operating after planning permission was refused last month. 
Councillors and residents living in Essington who campaigned to stop a waste transfer station opening in their village have contacted their local Councillor David Clifft, to close down the operation. 

Councillors and residents attended a planning committee meeting at Staffordshire County Council last month (Thursday 8th May) regarding the controversial planning application to build a waste transfer station in their village, which had previously been withdrawn. 

At the planning committee meeting Councillor Clifft, argued for the refusal of the application for a waste transfer station to be built in a residential area and within the the green belt. 

District and Parish Councillor David Clifft, Chairman of Essington Parish Council, said:  "I have contacted my enforcement officers to visit the site this week to investigate what activities are taking place.  If they are using the site for waste transfer they are operating without a waste licence and I will be calling for the operate to be closed down." 

Councillor Clifft, added:  "The site falls within the green belt and is only metres from residential homes, one of which is a nursing home for the elderly.  I am concerned about; the increase of traffic on the village roads; noise, dust and air pollution; odour from the waste materials; the increase in litter and the vermin the development would attract to site; the hours of operation; and the impact on the green belt."
